OBJECTIVES: 

 Be knowledgeable of the rheumatic diseases.  In particular, rheumatoid arthritis, systemic lupus erythematosus, and spondyloarthropathies. 
 Be knowledgeable of the joint examination, such that you can evaluate whether a patients’ joint pain is due to inflammatory arthritis, non-

inflammatory arthritis or inflammation of periarticular structures (eg. tendonitis). 
 Be knowledgeable of the approach to evaluating and treating patients with systemic disease. 

 
Inpatient Service: 
Medical Students will follow patients on the inpatient consult service at Moffitt/Long Hospitals. 
 
Outpatient clinics 

 Medical students attend and see patient at Parnassus, SFGH, and the VA (see schedule).
